Robust pastoral systems are in place to identify students suffering with anxiety.  All members of staff have 

received training and advice (through an information booklet) on support measures for colleagues and 

students.

Numbers of students and staff in areas such as toilets and lifts are restricted,  and social distancing measures 

have been put in place such as closing off cubicles and sinks and marking floors for queue management.

Lunch and breaks times have been arranged over a longer period of time, with fewer students timetabled for 

each session.

Screens have been erected to the canteen servery areas, and tape markings have been put in place to 

designate socially distanced queuing. 

Students will remain within the same classroom and as the same desk as far as possible each day in order to 

minimise movement around the buildings.
